ENLIGHTMENT

Tom could not understand why his mother would not buy him the new toy, so he started crying. Tom’s  mother decided to buy him some delicious doughnuts so he would stop crying.  As they were leaving the store, they saw a woman with two children and they looked very hungry.  The little girl looked at Tom’s doughnuts, she asked her mother is she could have one too, but her mother said she didn’t have any money.  Tom heard her and felt very bad because he had so much and they had so little.  Tom turned around and asked his mother if he could give the little girl the doughnuts she had bought for him.  Tom’s mother smiled and said yes. Tom ran to the little girl and gave her the bag of doughnuts.  The little girl looked up at Tom and as she thanked him for the doughnuts, she opened the bag and gave him one.  Tom was very surprised that she would share the doughnut with him when he knew they had so little.
REFLEXION

Do you appreciate what you have?
How many times have you behaved like Tom when you don’t get what you want?

What do you think made Tom feel bad?

What do you think about the little girl giving Tom one of the doughnuts?

Starting today, I will learn to share with others (the children will pick up a drawing that represents how they are going to share what they have or maybe their time and put them in the basket as their commitment  to be offered to Jesus.

ENLIGHTMENT

In driving to school one day, I was complaining to my mom because I “needed” new designer tennis shoes which she refused to buy for me.  I had several good pairs of tennis shoes, but I wanted a new pair of the ones that were in style.  As we got to the corner, I saw a young man asking for help.  His legs were completely deformed and he needed crutches to be able to walk.  When he came close to the car, he didn’t ask for money, but asked for our help in finding a job.  He wanted a job to help support his brother who was severely mentally retarded.  I felt very bad as here, I was complaining about not getting the new tennis shoes that I didn’t need when this young man could not even stand up by himself and was worried about supporting his younger brother.
I thought about everything I had but always wanted more, while there were so many people who didn’t even have their health or the basic necessities to live a normal and dignified life.

REFLEXION

How conscious are we of how this difficult economic situation is affecting everyone?
If we are feeling the pressure, how do you think it is affecting those that have less than us?

How much are we willing to sacrifice our wants for the needs of others?

What is the message that you get from this story?

COMMITMENT

We should be thankful to Our Lord for everything He gives us every moment and every day.  “But aside from the material things He gives us, the first thing we should be grateful for is our health.  There are so many people that suffer from deformities, handicaps or illnesses  but, are we satisfied by giving them two or three pesos?  Are we willing to give of ourselves, of our time to really help them or try to make their lives a little better?

CLOSING

Heavenly Father, today we ask you to soften our hearts so that we can be aware or the needs of others.  Help us to be like your loving Son, Our Lord Jesus so that we not only think of ourselves and our needs and wants, but that we are sensitive to the needs of those who have less than us or need our attention and love.
